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While many North Allegheny rowers continue to attend Three Rivers Rowing’s sweep camp and RowPittsburgh’s sculling camp, here’s news of the Boston contingent, Dan Jefferies. He’s attending a Small Boat Camp rowing out of Union Boat Club on the Charles River in Boston. Sunday saw the first competitive action in the Cromwell Cup, a 1k race that involves safely navigating three bridges and up to three competitors on a fairly narrow stretch of the Charles. Dan competed in the single and double event. Having qualified for the single final, he passed on the single final to focus on the double, where he had won the heat to qualify for finals.

Rowing was hard in 80 plus degrees and a bad headwind that meant rowing through whitecaps. He was teamed up in the double with Chris Massey, who he had met at last year’s camp. Chris, who normally rows with CRI in Boston, had just been cut from the Junior Selection Camp. Dan was the beneficiary of a great doubles partner as they took gold by more than 4 seconds over the Albany Rowing Club boat that had come 3rd in the Youth Lightweight Double final in Cincinnati at Youth Nationals (just over 3 seconds behind the winning Miami Beach double with the Fort brothers). 

The Small Boat Camp contingent is now in New Jersey where Dan will row in the quad and double Junior A events.
